Connecting to your device

The OpenMYR ESP12.6 operates as an WiF1i station by default. Each ESP12.6 has its own SSID.
After being powered you will see a SSID similar to below. Connect to this network for motor
control and device configuration.

Note: The last four digits help differentiate each controller. Your device will have a different set of
digits at the end of the SSID
